1. Christ-Like Forgiveness is: Relinquishing:

Romans 12:9 (LB)
“..Never avenge yourselves. Leave that to God, for He has said that He will repay those
who deserve it.”

Hebrews 12:15 (PH)

“Be careful that none of you fails to respond to the grace which God gives, for if he does
there can very easily spring up in him a bitter spirit which is not only bad in itself but can
also poison the lives of many others.”

2. Christ-Like Forgiveness is: Responding:

Luke 6:27-28 (NIV)
“...do good to those who hate you, bless those who curse you, and pray for those who
mistreat you.”

3. Christ-Like Forgiveness is: Repeating The Process:

Matthew 18:21-22 (NLT)
“Peter asked, ‘Lord, how often should I forgive someone who sins against me? Seven
times?’ ‘No.’ Jesus replied, ‘seventy times seven!””
