Four Tests of a Great Heart

stain of my sins. Wash me, cleanse me from this guilt. Let me be pure again. For |
admit my shameful deed...”

Psalm 51:17 (GN)
“God will not reject...a repentant heart.”

2. Second Test:

David’s Response: A

Psalm 118:5-6 (LB)
“In my distress | prayed to the Lord and He answered me and rescued me. He is for
me! How can | be afraid?”

Psalm 73:26 (GN)
“My mind and my body may grow weak, but God is my strength; He is all | ever need.”

Psalm 116:10 (GN)
“I kept on believing, even when | said, ‘| am completely crushed’...”

3. Third Test:

David’s Response: A

Acts 13:22 (NIV)
“David...will do everything | want him to do.”

The Characteristics of a Servants Heart:
A) A Willingness to Serve:

Psalm 119:10 (GN)
“With all my heart | try to serve You...”

B) A Willingness to Serve: With

Psalm 119:38 (GN)
“Keep me from paying attention to what is worthless.”

C) A Willingness to Serve:

2 Samuel 24:24 (GN)
“I will not offer to the Lord sacrifices that have cost me nothing.”
